A. APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

June 4, 2001 - Alderwoman Patt made a motion to approve the minutes of
the June 4, 2001 Council meeting.

Alderwoman Patt noted a typographical error on page 11 of the minutes.
Alderwoman Huth’s motion made on page 10 amending Section 4 of the
annexation agreement with Mr. Rudy Frasca was repeated again on page
11. Alderwoman Patt suggested deleting the motion made on page 11
because it is redundant. There were no objections.

The
report should also indicate the reasons for abortion, race of
mother, gender of unborn child, and the amount of money
generated by providing abortions. The motion died for lack of
a second.
