SUBJECT: Annexation of 2106 E. Windsor Road / Calvary Baptist Church

Introduction

Michael Gewirtz, on behalf of Calvary Baptist Church, submitted a petition to annex their 5-acre
church property located at 2106 E. Windsor Road, for the primary purpose of connecting to the
sanitary sewer system in anticipation of future expansion of church facilities. Thisannexation is
governed by the terms of an annexation agreement recently approved by this City Council on June
4, 2001. The agreement binds both the City and property owner to execute the annexationin a
timely manner.

Background

The annexation agreement changed the zoning designation for the site from AG-2, Agriculturein
the County to a zoning designation of R-4, Medium Density Multiple Family Residential upon
annexation to the City.

The issues have already been considered in the recent discussions related to the annexation
agreement.
