Introduction

Carl Hill submitted a petition on behalf of the owners of record of the Douglas Farm to annex a the 60-
acre tract that islocated directly south of Deerfield Trails on Philo Road for the primary purpose of
developing the next three phases of Southridge Subdivison. This annexation is governed by the terms
of an annexation agreement recently gpproved by this City Council on May 7, 2001. The agreement
binds both the City and property owner to execute the annexation in atimely manner.

Background

The annexation agreement changed the zoning designation for the site from AG-2, Agriculturein the
County to azoning designation of R-2, Single Family Resdentid; R-3, Single and Two-Family
Resdentid; and B-1, Neighborhood Business upon annexation to the City.
