| SSUE:

Adoption of proposed MABAS Statewide Fire and Emergency Services Mutual Aid
Agreement.

BACKGROUND:

For several yearsthe Fire Chiefsin Champaign County have consider ed the development
of aMABAS Division within the county. MABAS, which standsfor Mutual Aid Box Alarm
System, originated in Northern [llinoisfor the primary purpose of improving accessto fire
and other emergency servicesduring large scaleincidents. Thisprogram hasbeen in
existence for over 30-years, and has proven itself during many major firesand natural
disasters. MABAS takesthe mutual aid system to a higher level and expands a
community’s ability to reach out and secur e assistance when local resour ces are depleted.

Mor e recently, the State of Illinois has been faced with the aspect of developing a statewide
response plan to Terrorism. The Governor’sTerrorism Task Force, along with IEMA,
determined MABAS was such a proven system for securing Fire, Emergency Medical,
Hazardous Material, and Technical Rescue services, that they have formally reached an
agreement with MABAS for the management of all such resourcesto major incidents.



Theissue of the City of Urbana becoming a member of MABAS has become far more
important than originally intended. If the City isfaced with any major incident, including
oneinvolvingterrorist s, and we seek assistance from the State of 11linois;, being a member
of MABAS will play a crucial part in how resources are allocated, especially in seeking
reimbursement for our costs.

IMPACT:

Joining MABAS issimilar to our existing county mutual aid agreement. Under nor mal
conditions, if a nearby community requests assistance, we agree to respond and the city
absorbsthe expenses. In return, if the City of Urbanaisfaced with asizablefireor natural
disaster, we will be ableto reach out beyond Champaign County and request aid from
other communitieswithin the state. Thisassistance will be provided to our city at no cost.

If thereisa statewide activation of MABAS by IEMA, the costsincurred for responding
personnel and equipment will be reimbursed by IEMA.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION:

It is staff’srecommendation the MABAS (MUTUAL AID BOX ALARM SYSTEM)

agreement isapproved and Urbana Fire Rescue Servicesformally joins MABAS Division
#28.
