t he packet, and that condition #5 be amended to read: *“The
Church shall work with the adjacent Conmunity to be sure that the
resi dents of the subdivision are happy with the green space

buf feri ng between the Carver Park Subdivision and the Church
property. This buffer shall be designed to be a m ni numof 25
feet in depth and shall contain significant |andscaping and

berm ng features to protect nearby residential properties. The
buffer will be designed to prevent non-nei ghborhood pedestrian
traffic fromthe Subdivision to the Church property. Detailed
site and planting plans for the buffering strip shall be
submtted and reviewed to the satisfaction of the City Arborist.”
Al der woman Hut h seconded.

Al derwoman Wman inquired if it could come back to Council for
approval after a site plan had been subnitted. Debate ensued.

El i zabeth Tyler (Comunity Devel opment Director/City Pl anner)
expressed sonme concern with what the criteria may be for a site
plan to conme back to Council. M Tyler suggested that one
solution wuld be to go ahead and approve the Phase | Special Use
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Permt and then have the whol e Phase || cone back to Council with
its special use permt criteria.

Al derwonman Patt w thdrew her notion. Debate ensued.

Al derwoman Wnan noved to approve Phase |, the Church and parki ng
lot, with the conditions |listed, but not approve Phase |1
buildings B, C, D and ball field, at this tinme. Debate ensued.

Robert Lewi s, representing Church of The Living God, noted that
one of the critical elements of this site is the drai nage and the
detention basin and the physical size of it. He suggested this
be included as part of Phase |I. Debate ensued.
