SUBJECT: Motion Directing City Clerk to Publish Notice
(Beringer Commons I nvoluntary Annexations)

Description

Staff is requesting the City Council to approve the attached motion directing the City Clerk to
publish the attached Notice of Annexation. The noticeisrequired by State statute to advise
affected property owners, residents, and the general public, that the City of Urbanawill consider
an ordinance on June 17, 2002 causing the annexation of eleven unincorporated properties that
are completely surrounded by the City of Urbana’s corporate boundaries. A map is attached
showing the location of the lots proposed to be annexed.

Background

An annexation agreement between the City of Urbana and the developer of Beringer Commons
Subdivision was approved and authorized by City Council on August 5, 1991 (Council
Ordinance No. 9192-20). The agreement required that these properties be annexed into the City
in 1999.

Issues & Approvals

While some owners have agreed to comply with the annexation agreement, several property
owners have refused or ignored the City’ s request to annex. Staff intends to annex all property in
Beringer Commons Subdivision before July 1, 2002 to enforce the terms of the annexation
agreement. |f annexations do not take effect until or after July 1, 2002, it will mean another year
that afew individuals not only continue to violate the terms of the annexation agreement, but
also avoid another year of paying City property taxes, whereas the majority of the property
ownersin Beringer Commons have complied with the agreement.

If the Council approves the motion contemplating annexation, then staff will contact the property
owners regarding the cost and benefits associated with annexation and initiate appropriate notice
to affected property owners, residents, and taxing districts.



Options

Council’ s options include approving the motion as presented herein; to suggest specific changes
or modifications; or to decline to make such amotion.

Fiscal Impact

The eleven properties proposed to be annexed have a combined assessed valuation of nearly
$600,000.

Recommendation

Staff recommends that City Council approve the attached motion directing the City Clerk to
publish notice of the proposed annexation.
