AN ORDINANCE
APPROVING THE ANNUAL BUDGET

WHEREAS, the City of Urbana, lllinois, is a home rule unit pursuant to the
provisions of Section 6, Article VIl of the 1970 Constitution of the State of lllinois, and may
exercise any power and perform any function pertaining to its government and affairs,
including, but not limited to, the power to regulate for the protection of the public health,
safety, morals and welfare; to license; to tax; and to incur debt; and

WHEREAS, the proposed Annual Budget for the City of Urbana for the fiscal
year beginning July 1, 2002, and ending June 30, 2003, has been prepared by the Budget
Director in accordance with the provision of Division 2, entitled "Budget", of Article VI,
entitled "Finances and Purchases", of Chapter 2, entitled "Administration”, of the Code of
Ordinances, City of Urbana, lllinois; and

WHEREAS, the proposed Annual Budget was made conveniently available for
public inspection by publication in pamphlet form as prescribed by the corporate authorities
at least fourteen (14) days prior to a public hearing on said proposed Annual Budget duly
held at 7:30 p.m. on Monday, May 20, 2002, after due and proper notice of the availability
for inspection of the proposed Annual Budget and the said public hearing having been
given by publication in the News-Gazette, a newspaper having a general circulation in the
City of Urbana on a date at least fourteen 14) days prior to the date of said public hearing;
and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Urbana, lllinois, hereby desires to
pass, approve and adopt the proposed Annual Budget as heretofore further changed,
modified and amended by the City Council.

Now, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY CouNcIL OF THE CITY OF
URBANA, ILLINOIS, as follows:

That the City of Urbana Budget 2002-03, a complete copy of which such
document including all relevant elements thereof has been presented to and is now before
this meeting, a true copy of which is attached hereto, be and the same is hereby passed,
approved and adopted as the Annual Budget Ordinance of and for the City of Urbana,
Champaign County, lllinois, for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2002, and ending June 30,
2003.

The City Clerk is directed to publish this Ordinance in pamphlet form by
authority of the corporate authorities, and this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect
from and after its passage and publication in accordance with Section 1-2-4 of the lllinois
Muncipal Code.

SUBJECT: Budget Addition for Lincoln Square Identification/Government Message Sign

Description

Along with other adjustments to the Draft Annual Budget for FiscalY ear 2002-2003, City
Council isrequested to allocate $13,000 towards a City contribution to an electronic message
sign to be placed by Lincoln Square Mall at the northwest corner of Illinois and Vine Streets.
This sign would replace the currently inoperable message board at this location and would fit
within the existing sign structure.

Under the terms of a proposed agreement, this sign would be obligated to display “government
messages’ for at least a cumulative total of six hours between 7:00 am. and 7:00 p.m. on any
day. A “government message’ is defined by the agreement as a message communicating civic
information or information relating to events sponsored in whole or in part by a government,
which message was authorized to be posted on the sign by the Chief Administrative Officer of
the City of Urbana, Urbana School Superintendent, or Urbana Park District Director. The
agreement further encourages the placement by Lincoln Square Mall of a second sign, to be
located at Vine and Green Streets, to promote identification of the stores within the mall. Under
the terms of this agreement, this second sign would be required to be constructed by the Mall
owners within 18 months.

Background

Improved signage for Lincoln Square Mall has long been promoted by the City of Urbanaand is
specifically mentioned as an Action Step for the Lincoln Square Initiative component of the
Downtown Strategic Plan (adopted by the City in February 2002). Asthe Mall faces the
challenge of Bergner’s closing, improved signage for the stores and activities in the Mall
becomes even more critical. At the same time, the City, working along with the Urbana Business
Association (UBA) and other interested parties, has stepped up its marketing and promotional
efforts to benefit Downtown and to implement the Downtown Strategic Plan.

Currently, there are no effective means of displaying changeable messages to benefit the Mall
and downtown. The existing message board at Illinois and Vine has long been inoperable and
the marquee sign at the EIm and Broadway entrance is static and suffers from poor visibility.
The proposed electronic message board sign provides an important opportunity to promote both
community events and the businesses within Lincoln Square Mall.

The Urbana Plan Commission and City Council recognized the potential application of an
electronic message board at the proposed |ocation through recent amendments to the Zoning
Ordinance. Ordinance No. 2002-02-011 adopted on February 4, 2002 (copy attached), amended
the Zoning Ordinance to alow electronic display signs as community event signs requiring a
permit. The proposed sign would be consistent with this text amendment.

Fiscal Impact

The City is asked to contribute up to $13,000 towards the cost of the sign, which has atotal bid
cost of $25,880. The owners of Lincoln Square Mall would fund the balance of the cost of the
sign and are further obligated, under the terms of the proposed agreement, to construct a second
sign at Vine and Green Street, at their own cost, for purposes of store identification within 18
months of execution of the agreement.

The investment by the City in promoting improved signage at Lincoln Square Mall will help to
encourage sales activity at the Mall and in the downtown area as a whole, thereby enhancing tax
revenues and the overall economic health of the community.

Recommendation

The Administration and Community Development Staff are recommending the Final Budget be
moved for approval with $13,000 from the Economic Development Fund allocated for this
purpose.

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LINCOLN SQUARE IDENTIFICATION/GOVERNMENT MESSAGE SIGN

WHEREAS, the City of Urbana owns the parking areas surrounding Lincoln Square
Mall, and leases those areas to the mall; and

WHEREAS, for the public convenience, Lincoln Square Mall requires signs identifying it
and to advertise the services and businesses located there; and

WHEREAS, because of itsrelation to Lincoln Square and the City Building complex,
and the generous open space of the Lincoln Square parking ot adjacent to it, the northwest
corner of Vine and Illinois Streets is a prominent location for a sign to provide for government
communications with the citizenry; and

WHEREAS, it would be in the best interests of the City to combine its efforts with that of
Lincoln Square to erect a sign that can accommodate both messages from the government to the
citizens and a sign identifying Lincoln Square and the services therein provided and provide for a
sign identifying the Lincoln Square Mall at the Green/Vine entrance;

NOW, THEREFORE, the City of Urbana, Illinois (hereafter “City”) and The New
Lincoln Square, LLC. (hereafter “Lincoln Square”) agree as follows:

A. lllinoisat Vine Sign.

1. Theexisting Lincoln Square sign located on the northwest corner of Vine and Illinois
Streets will be modified by Lincoln Square in accordance with Exhibit “A” attached hereto. The
sign shall be constructed in compliance with the Urbana Sign Ordinance.

2. Lincoln Square agreesthat it will cause to be displayed messages to the public from
those governmental entities identified in 5(a) hereof, on the sign located at the northwest corner

of Vine and Illinois Streets, but only within the limits described below; Lincoln Square reserves



to itself the right to reject any message that Lincoln Square, in its sole discretion, deems may be
harmful to the image of Lincoln Square or the business interests of Lincoln Square or its tenants.
This agreement will not affect Lincoln Square’' s sole ownership of the sign, but only to set forth
the terms under which it iswilling to accommodate government messages. Anything to the
contrary in this agreement notwithstanding, all message displays shall conform to the Urbana
Sign Ordinance.

3. Limitations on displays of government messages.

(@ Lincoln Square will display “government messages’ for at least a cumulative
total of six (6) hours between 7:00 am. and 7:00 p.m. on any day, but Lincoln Square is not
obligated to display government messages for more than fifty percent (50%) of the timein any
24-hour period.

(b) Lincoln Square need not cause display of any government messages, the
requests for which were not received, at the Lincoln Square Office in writing prior to seven (7)
days before the beginning of aweek.

(c) Lincoln Sguare will endeavor to give approximately equal time to each
government message.

4. For the privileges of having government messages displayed as provided for herein,
the City agrees to share in the cost of the modifications to the sign by payment to Lincoln Square
the sum of Twelve Thousand, Nine Hundred Forty Dollars ($12,940.00), payable within thirty
(30) days after completion of the modification of the said sign and upon submission of lien

waivers by Lincoln Square.



5. Definitions.

(@ Asused herein, the term government message shall mean a message
communicating civic information or information relating to events sponsored in whole or
in part by a government, which message was authorized to be posted on the sign by the
Chief Administrative Officer of the City of Urbana, Urbana School Superintendent or
Urbana Park District Director;

(b) Week shall mean that period between 12:01 am. on Sunday and 11:59 p.m.

on the following Saturday.

B. Green at Vine Sign.

Lincoln Square will cause a shopping center identification sign to be erected along the
Vine Street frontage of the Lincoln Square Mall in the vicinity of Green Street. The sign shall be
in full conformance with Exhibit “B” attached hereto and the Urbana Sign Ordinance.
Furthermore, the sign shall not extend over the public right of way of Vine Street. The shopping
center identification sign shall be erected the sooner of (1) the opening of a replacement tenant in

the department store location; or (2) eighteen (18) months after the execution of this agreement.

C. Term.

This agreement shall be binding upon the parties, its successors and assigns for ten (10)
years from the date of its effective date. The agreement may be terminated by Lincoln Square at
any time provided, however, that if terminated prior to the full ten (10)-year term, Lincoln
Square will return to the City of Urbana a pro rata share of the Twelve Thousand, Nine Hundred

Forty Dollars ($12,940.00) paid to Lincoln Square based on aten (10)-year proration.

WHEREAS, Article I X or the Urbana Zoning O di nance, Conprehensive Sign
Regul ations, includes as an intent of regulating signs, to establish
reasonabl e standards for the use of signs in order to protect and enhance the
physi cal appearance of the community and the scenic value of the surrounding
area and to maintain and encourage business activity and devel opnent; and

WHEREAS, the Urbana Zoning Admi nistrator has subnitted a petition to
anend Section | X-6, Use of Noncommercial Signs in Business and Industria
Zoning Districts, and Section I X-7, Prohibited Signs, as presented herein;
and

WHEREAS, said petition was presented to the Urbana Pl an Conmi ssion as
Pl an Case No. 1812-T-02; and

WHEREAS, after due publication in accordance with Section Xl -7 of the
Urbana Zoni ng Ordi nance and with Chapter 24, Section 11-13-14 of the Illinois
Revi sed Statues, the Urbana Plan Conmmi ssion held a public hearing to consider
t he proposed anendrment on January 24, 2002; and

WHEREAS, the Urbana Pl an Conmi ssion voted 5 ayes and 0 nays to forward
the proposed anendnment set forth in Plan Case No. 1812-T-02 to the Urbana
City Council with a recommendation for approval of the proposed anmendnent,
with the recomend that City Council consider an increase in the mninm
i near distance between any one of these signs and any residential zoning

district, as well as additional |imtations for lunens and flash rates; and

a) The sign nust display a preponderance of conmunity event nessages in

vol ume, nunber, and frequency.

b) Illumnation fromthe sign will not cause a nuisance to any nearby

residential district or use.




c) The sign will not blink, flash, or otherw se display electronic

messages in a manner that nmay cause a traffic or safety hazard.

Section 2. Prohibited Signs, is hereby anended as foll ows:
A. The follow ng signs are specifically prohibited by this Odinance:
4. Any sign which contains blinking, flashing lights, unless such

lights are permitted in Section | X-5 or |X-6.

Section 3. The City Cerk is directed to publish this Odinance in
panphlet form by authority of the corporate authorities. This O di nance
shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and publication
in accordance with the terns of Chapter 65, Section 1-2-4 of the Illinois
