SUBJECT: Motion to Allow Sanitary Sewer Connection for 2410 Sharlyn Drive Under

the Urgency Provisions of Resolution No. 9394-R13

Introduction & Background

Robert and Shirley Scaggs of 2410 Sharlyn Drive are requesting authorization for an emergency sewer
connection to the Urbana-Champaign Sanitary District under the urgency provisions of Resolution No.
9394-R13 (copy attached).

The subject property is located northeast of Urbana off of Brownfield Road. It is not currently located
adjacent to the corporate limits of Urbana but is within the mile-and-a-half extraterritorial jurisdictional
area. Under an intergovernmental agreement with the UCSD, any property owner outside the corporate
limits of Urbana wishing to connect to sanitary sewer service and annex to the UCSD must also agree to
annex to the City of Urbana at such time as their property is contiguous. An Annexation Agreement
will be prepared for public hearing and presentation to City Council at alater date.

WHEREAS, the City of Urbana and the Urbana-Chanpaign
Sanitary District (UCSD) entered into an intergovernnental agreenent
(UCSD Agreenent) which provides that UCSD wll not permt persons to connect
toits sanitary sewer systemunless the property to be served is wthin the dty,
wi thin a subdi vi sion approved by the city, or isin an area that is the subject of
an annexation or devel opnment agreenent with the Cty; and

WHEREAS, UCSD and the dty desire to inplenent the UCSD Agr eenent
Wi t hout causi ng unnecessary delay for persons who are wlling and abl e
to enter into annexation agreenents; and

WHEREAS, the dty finds that if a person delivers to the City an
irrevocable offer to enter into an annexation or devel opnent
agreenent in the form of an annexation agreenent or annexation
petition, that UCSD should then be authorized to provide sanitary sewer service
to the property under the UCSD Agreenent .

NOW THEHREFGRE BE IT RESOVVED BY THEATY GONJL GF THECI TY OF
URBANA, |LLINAO S, as foll ows:

section 1. An annexation agreenent or annexation petition
may be presented to the City Council or to a Sanding
GCommttee of the Wole dty Gouncil for review and approval for the
purpose of allowng a UCSD sanitary sewer service connecti on.

Section 2. If the said annexation agreenment or annexation
petition is acceptable to the dty Qouncil or Sanding Conmttee of
the Wole dty Gouncil, they shall, by notion, direct dty staff to
informthe UWCSD that the Aty of Wbana has received an annexation
agreenent or annexation petition in a form acceptable to the
Gty and that said agreenent or petition is considered sufficient to
aut horize UCSD to provides sanitary sewer service to the property.

Section 3., Nothing in this process shall be construed to
preenpt the requirements of the Illinois State Statues
governing the approval of annexation agreenents nor shall this
appr oval pr event the City Council from anendi ng,
nodi f yi ng, suppl enenting or repealing an annexation
agr eement .
