THIS SUBRECIPIENT AGREEMENT, made and entered into by and between the CITY OF
URBANA, an lIllinois Municipal Corporation (hereinafter the "City"), and Provena Behavioral
Headlth at the Mental Hedth Center, an Illinois Not-For-Profit Organization (hereinafter the
"Subgrantee”).

WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, the City has been designated as an entitlement community by the U. S.
Department of Housing and Urban Development (hereinafter "HUD") under provisions of the
Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, asamended, and, as an entitlement community,
the City will receive an entitlement of Community Devel opment Block Grant (hereinafter "CDBG")
funds for the period beginning July 1, 2003 and ending June 30, 2004, pursuant to the CDBG
Program; and,

WHEREAS, the Urbana City Council has adopted an Annual Action Plan for the year
beginning July 1, 2003 and ending June 30, 2004, which allocates a CDBG budget and authorizes
establishment of affordable housing activitiesto be sponsored by non-profit agenciesinthearea; and,

WHEREAS, the City has the right and authority under said CDBG Program to allocate a
portion of its funds to the Subgrantee for purposes of administering such activities; and,

WHEREAS, the City, as a condition of its assistance to the Subgrantee, requires the
Subgrantee to file with the City certain attachments which are hereby incorporated and made part
hereof.

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties hereby agree as follows:

1. The preamble set forth above is hereby incorporated and made part of the Subrecipient
Aqgreement.

2. The purpose of this Subrecipient Agreement is to pledge FY2003-2004 CDBG program
fundsto the Subgrantee for the purpose of administering arehabilitation project to afacility
housing persons with disabilities.

3. The City agrees to grant to the Subgrantee the sum of $10,700 (Ten Thousand Seven
Hundred and 00/100 Dollars), and the Subgrantee agrees to abide by the CDBG Program and
to use said fundsfor the purpose of carrying out Subgrantee Project No. 0304-01 (hereinafter
the "Project”).

The Subgrantee understands and agrees that a request for disbursement of CDBG funds
pursuant to this Subreci pient Agreement shall not be made until such funds are needed to pay
eligible costs related to the Project. Subgrantee understands and agrees that funding in the
full amount of this Subrecipient Agreement is contingent upon the City receiving said CDBG
funds, and should the entitlement funds be discontinued or reduced for any reason,
Subgrantee understands and agrees that funding under this Subrecipient Agreement could
cease or be reduced without advance notice.

The City and the Subgrantee agree that no modification to this Subrecipient Agreement
shall be effective unless in writing and executed by both the City and the Subgrantee.

The Subgrantee agrees and authorizes the City and HUD to conduct on-site reviews,
examine personnel records and to conduct any other procedures and practices to assure
compliance with this Subrecipient Agreement.

The Subgrantee shall execute and abide by the terms of Attachment A, Equal
Employment Opportunity Certification, and with all City of Urbana Affirmative Action
requirements.

The Subgrantee shall complete and adhereto Attachment B, Assurances, of this Subreci pient
Agreement and shall submit said Attachment B to the City as acondition of final execution
of this Subrecipient Agreement.

The Subgrantee shall complete and adhere to Attachment C, Statement of Special
Conditions, and submit said Attachment C to the City asacondition of final execution of this
Subrecipient Agreement.

The Subgrantee shall at all times observe and comply with all laws, ordinances, or
regulations of the federal, state, county, and local governments which may in any
manner affect the performance of the Subgrantee with respect to the Subrecipient
Aqgreement.

The Subgrantee represents to the City that the Project shall begin on July 1, 2003, and
shall terminate on June 30, 2004, unless otherwise extended in awritten modification to
this contract executed by the City and Subgrantee.

The Subgrantee understands and agrees that should allocated funding not be expended or
committed by contract by the end of the fiscal year (June 30, 2004), all monies are subject
to recapture and reallocation by the City.

The Subgrantee shall not assign this Subrecipient Agreement nor any part thereof and the
Subgrantee shall not transfer nor assign any funds or claims due hereunder without the prior
written approval of the City. Any transfer or assignment of funds pursuant to the
Subrecipient Agreement, either in whole or in part, or any interest therein, without prior

written consent of the City shal be of no force or effect.

The alocation of these fundsshall in no way obligate the City for any financial
responsibility incurred by the project in excess of the stipulated allocation. The allocation
of thesefunds shall in no way obligate the City to bear responsibilities for the
maintenance of any project under the provision of the Housing and Community
Development Act of 1974, as amended.

This Agreement neither obligates nor precludes the City from further accepting or
distributing funds entitled to the City nor restricts nor limits the powers of the City to
use such funds pursuant to the provisions of the Housing and Community Development
Act of 1974, as amended.

This Subrecipient Agreement neither obligates nor precludes the Subgrantee from further
accepting funds or assistance pursuant to the Housing and Community Development Act
of 1974, as amended.

As detailed in 24 CFR 570.504(c), any program income received from the activity or
activities covered under this Agreement hall be used to further the said activity before
a request ismade tothe City for funding obligated under this Agreement. All
provisions of this Agreement apply to the activities carried out with said program
income. Should any program income be accrued it shall be refunded to the City at the
expiration of this Agreement.

The Subgrantee agreesto protect, indemnify, hold and save harmless, and defend the City
against any and al clams, costs, causes, actions and expenses, including but not
limited to attorneys feesincurred by reason of a law suit or claim for compensation
arising in favor of any person, including the employees or officers or independent
contractors or subcontractors or agents of the Subgrantee, on account of personal injuriesor
death, or damagesto property occurring, growing out of, incident to, or resulting under
this project, whether such loss, damage, injury or liability is contributed to by the
negligence of the City or itsofficers, employees or agents, or by the premisesthemselves
or any equipment thereon whether latent or patent, or from other causes whatsoever,
except that Subgrantee shall have noliability for damages or the costsincident thereto caused
by the sole negligence of the City, or its officers, employees or agents.

It is mutually understood and agreed that the Subgrantee shall have full control of the
ways and means of performing the services referred to herein, subject to guidelines
established in Attachment C, and that the Subgrantee or its employees, representatives,
subcontractors, or agents are in no sense employees of the City.

However, Subgrantee agrees that in the procurement of supplies, equipment, construction,
and services, the following conflict of interest provisions shall apply.

Upon execution of this Subrecipient Agreement, including the required submission of all

No persons who exercise or have exercised any functions or responsibilities
with respect to activities assisted under this Agreement, or who are in a
position to participate in a decision-making process or gain inside
information with regard to such activities, may obtain afinancial interest or
benefit from a CDBG-assisted activity, either for themselves or those with
whom they have business or family ties, during their tenure or for one year
thereafter.

This conflict of interest provision of shall apply to any person who is an
employee, agent, consultant, officer, or elected official or appointed official
of the Subgrantee or the City.

Upon written request, exceptionsto the conflict of interest provisonsmay be
granted jointly by the City and HUD on a case-by-case basisbut only after the
Subgrantee has disclosed the full nature of the conflict, submitted proof that
the disclosure has been made public, and provided alegal opinion that there
would be no violation of state or local law if the exception were granted.

Subgrantee understands and agrees that no Federally appropriated funds have been

Report Lobbying,” in accordance with its instructions.

The City may suspend or terminate this Subrecipient Agreement, inwholeor in part,
if Subgrantee materially fails to comply with any term of the Subrecipient
Agreement, or with any of therules, regulationsor provisionsreferred to herein; and
the City may declare the Subgrantee ineligible for any further participation in the
CDBG program, in addition to other remedies as provided by law.

The Subgrantee agrees that if the City determines that the Subgrantee has not
complied with or isnot complying with the provisions of the Subrecipient Agreement
and so notifiesthe Subgrantee by written notice of said violations and the Subgrantee
failsto correct said violations within thirty (30) days from receipt of said notice, the
City may terminate this Subrecipient Agreement by written notice. And may take
other action as may be permitted by this Subrecipient Agreement.

The following conditions, in addition to those established in the Agreement itself, and other
attachmentsthereto, and federal, state, county and city laws, regulations, and procedures pertinent to
this project, have been set forth and must also be complied with in order for Subgrantee to receive
CDBG Program Assistance for Subgrantee Project No. 0304-01.

1. This Subrecipient Agreement is contingent upon Subgrantee operating the Scope of
Service herein outlined during the period July 1, 2003 - June 30, 2004.
SCOPE OF SERVICE
Replace (all but four) windows and sliding glass door at Cottage Grove Group Hometo
ensure the home isinsulated properly.

2. Subgrantee shall be responsible for administering the program herein described, utilizing
funds from the CDBG Program in amanner satisfactory to the City and consistent with any
standards required as a condition of providing these funds. Such program shall include the
following activities eligible under the CDBG Program.

In addition to the normal administrative services required as part of this Agreement,
Subgrantee agrees to provide the following levels of program service:
Total Number of Persons To Be Served: 4

Subgrantee shall be responsible for documenting the number of persons served by submitting
Certifications of Income in a form provided by the City at the time requests for
reimbursement of funds are submitted. With written consent of the City, other forms of
eligibility documentation may be submitted.

It isexpressly agreed and understood that the total amount to be paid by the City under this
Subrecipient Agreement shall not exceed $10,700. Drawdowns for the payment of eligible
expenses shall be made against the line item budget specified below. The City shall make
payments to the Subgrantee as reimbursement of expensesrelated to the administration and
expenses of the program activities as stated in Article 2. The City shall make payment to
Subgrantee within 21 calendar days of receipt of an acceptable billing from Subgrantee.
Acceptable billing shall include such documentation as outlined herein.

LINEITEMSAND DOCUMENTATION NEEDED.

Reimbursement of payments to contractors for materials and labor

Request for reimbursement shall include a copy of bid documents, the contract for work
with selected contractor, lien waivers submitted by contractor, and cancelled checks or
other documentation of payment to contractor for completed work.
