1. CALL TO ORDER AND ROLL CALL 
 
 There being a quorum, Chair Otto called the meeting of the Committee Of 

The Whole to order at 9:11 p.m. [Note: Meeting began late due to the 
City Council holding a special session prior to this meeting.] 

 
2. ADDITIONS TO THE AGENDA AND STAFF REPORT 
 
 There were no additions to the agenda. 
 
 Bruce Walden (Chief Administrative Officer) gave a brief overview 

concerning a proposal by the University of Illinois and Economic 
Development Corporation to bring Delta Airlines to the area.  While 
Urbana is not currently a major source of funding, there has been a 
vote to contribute up to $50,000 in the form of a revenue guarantee, 
and then obtain a ticket trust which is a mechanism used to attract 
business travelers who put money into an account to get a credit card 
or debit card used for Delta flights.  Mr. Walden said he should know 
more about this proposal within the next 30 days.

 December 8, 2003 – Ms Wyman made a motion to approve the minutes of the

Satterthwaite, Bruce Walden, and Mona Shannon (Personnel Manager) to 
discuss extending the City’s benefits that are provided to spouses of 
City employees to also include domestic partners.
