RE: Recycling Tax Amendments

Action Requested

Approva of the attached Ordinance amending the amounts of the residential, dormitory, and multifamily
recycling tax.

Backaround

The U-CY CLE programs are wholly funded from mandatory recycling taxes imposed on all residential,
dormitory and multifamily property owners. With the new recycling agreements being presented for
Council approval, there are increased costs associated with the agreements. Both programs will
experience increased costs for the term of the agreements. Among those costs are increases in the
residential program - contractual collection costs, 15 gallon replacement bins, acquisition costs for the
new 65 gallon toters, storage for 95 gallon toters used in the multifamily program, and increasesto
educational/promotional efforts for both programs, as well as inflationary costs.

As aresult, the recycling taxes will need to be amended to generate sufficient revenue to pay for the
programs.

Financial | mpact

All three rates are being proposed to increase by twenty-five cents a month. The current rate for the
residential program is $2.25 per month ($27.00 /yr.) would increase to $2.50 per month ($30.00/yr.).

The multifamily program has two rates. The current dormitory rate is $1.75 per month ($21.00/yr.)
would increase to $2.00 per month ($24.00/yr.). [Thisrateis multiplied by the number of occupants
authorized to reside in agiven location - rooming house, fraternal chapter, etc. to determine the total
monthly fee.] The current multifamily rate is the same as the residential rate of $2.25 per month and
would aso increase to $30.00/yr. [This rate is multiplied by the number of dwelling unitsin an
apartment building to determine its monthly fee.]

Staff believes that these rate adjustments will adequately fund both U-CY CLE programs for the five year
term of the agreements.

Recommendations

It is recommended the attached ordinance be adopted.

Section 1. That Section 22-101 of Chapter 22, “Taxation”,

of the Code O Ordinances, Cty of Ubana, Illinois, is hereby
anended to read as foll ows:

Section 22-101. Definitions.

“(g) Residential dwelling nmeans any single or
multifam |y dwelling of four (4)or fewer dwelling units
within the corporate Iimts of the city, but does not
include dormtories, hotels, notels or nursing hones.”

Section 2. That Section 22-121 of Chapter 22, “Taxation”,

of the Code O Ordinances, City of Ubana, Illinois, is hereby
amended to read as foll ows:

Section 22-121. Definitions.

“Multifamly dwelling means any buil di ng which
contains five (5) or nore dwelling units within the
corporate limts of the city, but does not include
dormtories, hotels, notels, or nursing hones, nor does it



include multifamly dwellings owned by the University of
Illinois.”

Section 3. That Section 14-7 of Chapter 14, “Licenses

and Permts”, of the Code O Odinances, Cty of Urbana,

II'linois, is hereby anended to read as foll ows:

Recycling Tax for a Multifamly Dwelling shall be Two
Dollars and Fifty Cents ($2.50) per Dnelling Unit in a
Multifam |y Dwelling.”
