RE: An Ordinance Amending the Code of Ordinances Regarding Maximum

Fines and Pay-by-mail Minimum Fines, Ord. No. 2004-03-026

I have prepared the attached ordinance reflecting the changes made on May 10, 2004
as the recommendation of the Committee of the Whole. As I understood the vote, the
Committee’s recommendation was that there should be three categories of minimum fines:

$50.00, $135.00, and $200.00.

Further, as I understood the vote, all minimum fines that were shown in the draft
ordinance then before the Committee as being either
$280.00 or $185.00 would be amended to $200.00;
$135.00 or $75.00 would be set at $135.00; and
$25.00 or $50.00 would be set at $50.00.
Because the changes were phrased in terms of the draft that was before the Committee
on May 10 (not in terms of the schedule as it currently exists in the Code), I have included
with the packet a convenience copy of that version as well as the version that the Committee

forwarded to the Council for the May 17 Council meeting.

In addition, the vote was to raise the statutory maximum to $750.00 as initially

proposed.

Lastly, the Ordinance accomplishes the various cleanup items as initially proposed.



This Ordinance:
AMENDS the Code of Ordinances.

ORDINANCE NO. 2004-03-026

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES
REGARDING MAXIMUM FINES AND PAY-BY-MATL MINIMUM FINES

WHEREAS, since approximately 1993, the City of Urbana has had a
pay-by-mail system for settling ordinance violation matters by
payment of minimum fines prior to suit being filed, as set forth
in sections 1-17 and 1-18 of the Code of Ordinances; and

WHEREAS, most or all of the minimum fines established for the pay-
by-mail system have remained unchanged since the system was first
established in 1993; and

WHEREAS, those fines no longer offer a realistic deterrence to the
commission of the offenses; and

WHEREAS, those fines are substantially lower than the minimum
fines established by the Urbana’s adjacent neighbor, the City of
Champaign, for its pay-by-mail system, as shown in the following
comparison:

Urbana Champaign

Minimum fine: S 50 $ 135, $ 185
$ 75 $ 135, $ 185, $ 280
$ 100 $ 185

; and

WHEREAS, the maximum fine for all ordinance violation offenses
(with the exception of certain repeat BOCA code violations, Code
of Ordinances section 1-10(k)) has remained at $500 or less since
1993, although State law has since been amended to set the
statutory maximum for municipal fines at $750; and

WHEREAS, the City of Champaign has raised its maximum fines to
$750; and

WHEREAS, certain section numbers set forth in Section 1-18 are no
longer accurate citations of the pertinent sections setting forth
the violations;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
URBANA, ILLINOIS, as follows:

Section 1. Minimum Fines. That Section 1-18 of the
Code of Ordinances of the City of Urbana is amended, so that
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offenses shall carry minimum fines as follows as set forth in the
attached table which is incorporated by reference into this
ordinance, and in which the underlined text shows new text to be
added, the strikethrough text shows text to be deleted, and the
unmarked text shows text that is to remain unchanged.

Section 2. Maximum Fines. That Section 1-10,
subparagraphs (b), (c), and (d) of the Code of Ordinances of the
City of Urbana are amended, to reflect that the default maximum
fines established by those subparagraphs shall be $750.00, rather
than $500.00 and, further, that Section 16-8(f) (noise violations
related to use of motor vehicles) is amended to change the maximum
fine for offenses under Section 16-8 to $750.00.

Section 3. Cleanup of Section 1-18. That Section 1-18
of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Urbana is amended to

correct inaccurate citations to section numbers and section
titles, as set forth in the attached strikethrough/underline
version of the Section 1-18.

Section 4. The City Clerk is directed to publish this
Ordinance in pamphlet form by authority of the corporate
authorities, and this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect
from and after its passage and publication in accordance with
Section 1-2-4 of the TIllinois Municipal Code.

This Ordinance is hereby passed by the affirmative vote, the
"ayes" and "nays" being called, of a majority of the members of
the Council of the City of Urbana, Illinois, at a meeting of said
Council.
