BATTERY RECYCLING DISCUSSION

Before moving on to the next item of business, Mr. Fletcher gave the
Committee a brief update on U-Cards and hauler start times. U-Cards
have increased in quantities of approximately 30% a month. Because of
this, staff anticipates coming back to Council sometime in the near
future concerning purchasing additional cards. Regarding the start
time for haulers, there is no regulation regulating this issue.
However, one of the haulers who represent a fairly large constituency
in customers has adjusted their start time back to 6:00 a.m. as opposed
to 4:00 a.m.
