2007 Motor Fuel Tax Resurfacing Project

Introduction

Attached is the proposed resolution and supporting documentation for the Lincoln Avenue Motor
Fuel Tax (MFT) Construction Resolution to be considered at the Monday April 9, 2007 Committee
of the Whole meeting. All proposed work is based upon needs identified in the Capital
Improvement Plan.

The project locations are shown on the attached map and project descriptions are listed below:

Golfview Drive — Country Club Road to G.H. Baker Drive
Milling and resurfacing pavement

Anderson Street — Pennsylvania Avenue to Fairlawn Drive
Milling and resurfacing pavement
Spot curb and gutter removal and replacement
Construction of entrance apron at Hollywood Drive

Cottage Grove Avenue — Pennsylvania Avenue to Fairlawn Drive
Milling and resurfacing pavement
Spot curb and gutter removal and replacement
Sidewalk ramp removal and replacement

Illinois Street — Goodwin Avenue to Gregory Street
Milling and resurfacing pavement
Spot curb and gutter removal and replacement
Construction of curb bump-outs at Illinois Street & Gregory Street
Narrowing of parking lanes to 7 feet wide and driving lanes to 10 feet wide
Striping of 5 feet wide bike lanes from Goodwin Avenue to Lincoln Avenue
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April 5, 2007

Illinois Street — Lincoln Avenue to Orchard Street
Milling and resurfacing pavement
Spot curb and gutter removal and replacement
Sidewalk ramp removal and replacement

Windsor Road — Western City Limit to Race Street
Milling and resurfacing pavement
Restriping of shoulder to accommodate a rumble strip, bike lane, and pedestrian way

Race Street Multi-Use Path — Florida Avenue to Windsor Road
Milling and resurfacing pavement

Fiscal Impact

The total cost of the project is estimated at approximately $1,200,000. Material testing services for
the project will be performed by a consultant and are estimated at $25,000. The project costs and
consultant fees will be paid for with Motor Fuel Tax and Capital Replacement and Improvement
funds. The attached resolution requests use of Motor Fuel Tax monies to be appropriated in the
amount of $1,225,000 for the project.

The University of Illinois, per a prior agreement, is contributing $80,000 toward the improvements
on Illinois Street west of Lincoln Avenue.

Council Action

The City Council is asked to approve the attached Resolution for Improvement by Municipality
Under the Illinois Highway Code in the amount of $1,225,000.
