RE: Champaign-Urbana Solid Waste Disposal System (CUSWDS) FY 1112 Budget 

 
Action Requested 
Approval of an ordinance approving the CUSWDS budget for the 2011-12 fiscal year. 

Discussion 
The Champaign-Urbana Solid Waste Disposal System was created in 1976, when both cities 
consolidated solid waste disposal operations by an intergovernmental agreement.  Now the System is 
responsible for certain post closure monitoring activities at the closed Urbana Landfill Complex as 
required under the terms of the Hoesman Agreement, wherein the Cities agreed with adjacent property 
owners to perform post closure activities for a thirty year period, ending in November 2018.  The 
CUSWDS chairpersons are the Champaign City Manager and the Mayor of Urbana.  Staff support is 
provided by the CUSWDS co-directors who are Champaign’s Operations Manager and Urbana’s 
Assistant City Engineer. 

The agreement provides that the two cities annually approve the budget.  The proposed budget was 
approved by the CUSWDS chairpersons at the May 3rd meeting.  Attached is an explanatory 
memorandum, dated May 3, 2011 that describes the $48,187 budget, and a copy of CUSWDS 
Resolution #1011-01 that approves the budget.  Urbana’s Assistant City Engineer administers the budget 
directly and the System reimburses Urbana for a portion of the manager’s salary and administrative 
costs. 

Fiscal Impact 

The budget requires a contribution of $19,072 from Urbana and these funds are budgeted in the City’s 
budget document.  

Recommendation

 WHEREAS, the annual budget establishes the contributions of each of the member cities 

and the total amount of funds to be utilized by the System under the direction of the Management 

Group to pay the expenses of operating the system; and 

 

 WHEREAS, in System Resolution 1011-01, the attached budget was submitted for 

approval of the member cities. 

 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY 

OF URBANA, ILLINOIS, as follows: 

 

 Section 1.  That the annual contributions of the member cities and the total amount of 

funds for the operating expenses of the System to be spent under the direction of the 

Management Group, as set forth in the annual budget attached hereto, is hereby approved. 

 



 Section 2.  The City Clerk is directed to publish this Ordinance in pamphlet form by 

authority of the corporate authorities and this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and 

after its passage and publication in accordance with Section 1-2-4 of the Illinois Municipal Code.
