 Mr. Smyth made a motion to direct staff to research the possibility of 

adding a different classification of licenses to accommodate other 
interested vendors in the beer microbrewery and distilled spirits 
industries.  Mr. Brown seconded.  Motion carried by voice vote.

Chapter Three, Section 3-43 (Increasing Number of Class C Liquor 
Licenses for Lin & Liang, d/b/a B Spirits, LLC, 306 West Main Street)

with recommendation for approval.  Mr. Jakobsson seconded.  Motion 
carried by voice vote.

zoning case and text amendment related to outdoor digital advertising.
