Introduction

Attached is the proposed resolution and supporting documentation for the 2014 MFT Resurfacing
Project State Motor Fuel Tax (SMFT) Construction Resolution to be considered at the March 24,
2014 Committee of the Whole meeting. All proposed work is based upon needs identified in the
Capital Improvement Plan.

The project consists of the resurfacing of the following streets (See attached map):

(1) Subject to City Council Approval.
(2) Bike Route from lowa Street to Washington Street.
(3) Bike Route from Lincoln Avenue to Busey Avenue.

The project specifically consists of the milling and resurfacing of the existing pavement surface, the
installation of ADA sidewalk ramps at all intersection corners and the repair of curb and gutter at
select locations. The project also consists of the installation of bikeway facilities per the Urbana
Bicycle Master Plan.



Fiscal Impact

Washington Street, Broadway Avenue, Illinois Street, Busey Avenue, and Coler Avenue will be
funded with Local Motor Fuel Tax (LMFT). Race Street and lowa Street will be funded with State
Motor Fuel Tax (SMFT). The total cost of the project, including material testing services, is
estimated at approximately $1,835,000. The attached resolution requests use of State Motor Fuel
Tax monies to be appropriated in the amount of $600,000 for the project.

The City Council is asked to approve the attached Resolution for Improvement by Municipality
Under the Illinois Highway Code (2014 MFT Resurfacing) in the amount of $600,000.
