AN ORDINANCE AMENDING URBANA CITY CODE CHAPTER 3, SECTION 3-43 -

{Increasing number of Class C liguor licenses for Freedom 01l Company, 1812 N,
Cunningham)

WHEREAS, the City Council heretofore has adopted Urbana City Code Section 3-
43 to establish limits on the number of liquor licenses igsued in the City in
this Class C designation; and

WHEREBAS, the City Council finds that the best interests of the City are
sarved by amending said gection to increase the number of Class € liguor
licenges from 22 to 23 for Freedom 011 Company, 1812 N. Cunningham,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT CRDAINED by the City Council of the City of Urbana,
Champaign County, Illincis, as follows:

Section 1.

Urbana City Code Chapter 3, “Alccholic Liquors,” Article I1II, “Retail
License,” B8ection 3-43, “Limitations on number issued,” subsection 3-43{a),
is hereby amended with the underlined text indicating new language and the
strikethrough text indicating deletions as follows:

Sec. 3-43. - Limitations on number issued.

(a) The maximum nuwber of liguor licenses authorized for the license
claggifications set forth below ig as follows:
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Section 2.

Those sections, pavagraphs, and provisgions of the Urbana City Code that are
not expressly amended or repealed by this Ordinance are hereby re-anacted,
and it is expressly declared to be the intention of this Ordinance nct to
repeal or amend any porticng of the Urbana City Code other than those
expressly set forth as amended or repealed in thig Ordinance. The invalidity
of any section or provision of this Ordinance hereby passed and approved
shall not invalidate other sections or provisions theresof.

Section 3.

This Ordinance shall not be construed to affect any suit or proceeding pending
in any court, or any righte acguired, or a liability incurred, or any cause oY
causes of actlon acquired or existing prior to the effective date of thig
Crdinance; nor shall any right or remedy of any character be lost, impaired, or
affected by thig Ordinance.

Section 4.

The City Clerk is directed to publish this Ordinance in pamphlet form by
authority of the corporate authorities, and this Ordinance shall be in full
force and effect from and after its passage.
