Description

Staff hasidentified anumber of necessary amendmentsthat need to be madeto the CDBG Programs
referenced in the following Annual Action Plans (AAP):

Annual Action Plan for Fiscal Y ear 2002-2003

Annual Action Plan for Fiscal Y ear 2003-2004

| ssues

Any substantial amendments to the City’s Annual Action Plans must be approved by the Urbana
City Council before submission to HUD. Staff requests that the Community Devel opment
Commission consider the proposed amendments and forward a recommendation to the Urbana
City Council.

Background

The Annual Action Plans referenced above were previously reviewed by the Community
Development Commission and approved by the Urbana City Council. The proposed
amendments are necessary to account for fiscal and administrative changes that occurred since
the initial approval of the Annual Action Plans.

The amendments are related to the fact that the City of Urbana expended $130,000 for the 3B
Street Lighting project 1 month prior to the beginning of the 2003-2004 fiscal year.

After discussing the matter with the Finance Department of HUD Regional Office in Chicago, it
was determined that since the City had adequate funding to cover the expensein their CDBG line
of credit and it would be appropriate to amend the FY 2002-2003 Annual Action to reflect the 3B



Street Light project in the program year that that funds were expended. The result of this
arrangement is that $130,000 is available to utilize in FY 2003-2004.

Staff recommendsthat the $130,000 bereallocated for property acquisition. Efforts have been made
to secure anumber of large parcels of land that could support new affordable housing opportunities
that could compliment the redevel opment Lakeside Terrace. Using thefundsfor property acquisition
would assist the City with their efforts to redevelop Lakeside Terrace and result in the timely
utilization of these CDBG funds.

Proposed Amendmentsfor FY 2002-2003 AAP

The amended FY 2002-2003 AAP provides for $130,000 for the 3B Street Light project. The
following is the proposed amendment language would insert into the plan:

Series Streetlight Replacement Area 3B/Street Improvements (FY 03/04

A total of $130,000 in CDBG funds and city general funds will be contributed towards
replacement of streetlights in Census Tract 55 and/or improvements to Green & lllinois
Streets. Funds will be set aside in annual increments for three years to accomplish this
commitment. Construction activities are underway.
